them in light of the high price increase annually. The union appreciated



what was done by the company's management in order to improve their

employees Living situation, where it was agreed on the following:
1. An annual increase of 7% is calculated from the gross salary.

2. Adjust the cost of living by five dinars for the employee to become 57

dinars for the whole family.

3.A Committee of the two parties was formed,called each of the party's
representative, to follow-up the implementation of this agreement and any

dispute arises therein.

4. The provisions of this Convention shall apply from 1 July 2016 and
ends on 31-12-2016.

5. This agreement is signed in three copies, one for each party and the

third to be submitted to the ministry of labor.
